The indigenous Valpolicella DOC dried grapes are added to the Valpolicella DOC wine in order to start a second alcoholic fermentation. The result is an increase of colour, alcohol extracts and aromas. Aged in French oak Tonneaux for 12- 18 months. An exceptional wine

38. Amarone Della Valpolicella DOC 15%vol (Italy)

Very rich, fruity and alcoholic, Amarone is renowned as Italy’s biggest and most unique red wine. Produced in only 5 delimited communes in Valpolicella Classico. Amarone is unique due to its special winemaking technique “ APPASSIMENTO”: before pressing, the bunches of grapes are dried for 4 months on tiered mats in airy lofts where they lose at least 30% of their original weight, which highly concentrates the fruit and aromas. Amarone is primarily a blend of 3 grape varieties unique to the region: Corvina (for its aromas and richness), Rondinella (colour and tannin) and Molinara (balance and smoothness).
